“I met Nathan on the set of America’s Got Talent and was really drawn to his ability to do these
great magical illusions while still being able to make the audience laugh,” Walmsley said. “When
he asked me if I'd help him create something really special for his show at the Flamingo | couldn’t

resist the opportunity.”
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The Flamingo’s main showroom sits just steps away from the heart of the Las Vegas Strip and
has been home to legendary entertainers such as Wayne Newton, Gladys Knight and current
resident headliners George Wallace and Toni Braxton. The addition of Nathan Burton
